OLD BUSINESS
     Ben Bradley presented the final show bill for the July 20th show. The show was approved at the February meeting. The final show bill contained the proper classes to meet the requirements for an AOSHO approved show. There were copies available for members. Judge will be Todd Allen.
    The show bills were made available to members the four AOSHO sponsored shows.

New Business

   President Chuck Davis reported that the Judges Committee did meet in February to discuss the process of judge’s selection. The committee was able to obtain verbal commitments from 6 judges to judge the 6 AOSHO shows for 2008. The Committee was limited in the ability to obtain certain judges due to the calls being made in February. Several of the judges called informed members that requests really need to be made in the fall. The Committee agreed that there needs to be a process in place to confirm show dates in the current year and make tentative Judges selection. President Chuck Davis noted that he had spoken with the Fairgrounds and the same weekends could be ‘reserved” for the next year. However, this can not be done until September. Elaina Wahl reported that all 6 Judging contracts had been received, thus all were confirmed. The contracts were given to Carol Ackers to make final contact with Judges one week prior to the show dates to obtain patterns.
   Jody Ackers reminded members that the food stand will be a major undertaking, especially with the two day shows. She requested that members help out. Elaina Wahl noted that last year the food stand was open from nearly 6:30 AM to as late as 11PM some weekends with very little support for opening /closing. Elaina made a motion to form a Food Stand Committee consisting of 6 members plus the Vice President, Jody Ackers to supervise the stand. Each member would take responsibility for one show. On the weekends where there are two days, this would include both days. The member would be in charge of obtaining the food, setting up, and cleaning of food stand along with the VP.
