Chuck reminded us that May 31- June 1, is the first point show of the year. Also, donations for the youth team tournament can be turned in anytime.  Preferably sooner than later, so that we know what still will need to be purchased.

Chuck is looking into a trailer of some sort, to haul all of the equipment for contesting as well as the items for the food stand.  This will make it easier for storage in between shows as well as getting items to the shows.

Julie Vansickle presented to the group that AOSHO has been approved as one of the few organizations that qualifies for acceptance into the Open Event Incentive Program in the Arabian Horse Show Association.  Points earned at AOSHO will also carry over to the AHA shows. There is no cost for the program.  Flyers were handed out.  If you need more info, please check with Julie.

Julie also has a contesting horse for sale, if anyone is interested.

The next meeting will be June 14 @ 7:00 at the North Stage at the Zanesville fairgrounds.  Also a change in the July meeting - it has been moved up 1 week to July 5, also held at the Zanesville fairgrounds.

The fun show went well, just a reminder to all to help out with their time, so the same people are not being stuck doing it all.
