1 Youth exhibitors must be 18 years of age and under as of 1/1/07. Siallions are prohibited
in youth classes. All classes are run under A.0.5.H.0. Rules. Western equipmen is
required for all contest classes.

2. Teams musi consist of all youth exhibitors. Each team Tournament entry must have a
name for The team. Pre-registrations are accepted through July 21, 2007 at $15.00 per
team. Enfries postmarked after-July 21, 2007 are $30.00 per team. All team Tournament
registraticns and changes must be made prier to 8:00a.m. on July 28, 2007. Make all
checks payable to A.0.5.H.O.

3. Only those registered in the tournament will receive points in tournament competition. All
Teams may have up to 3 team members. A Team can consist of 1 herse/pony and 1 rider
combination. A rider may exhibit more than 1 horse/pony but 1 horse/pony may have only 1
rider. Each rider and mount combination constitutes a feam member,

4, A horse/pony may be registered in the team tournament by only one team member and
cannot be changed after the show has started for points o count in the team
tournament,

8.  Scoring: Each class is placed 1" through 5™, Points are awarded in each placing as follows:
15" - 5 points, 2" - 4 points, 3™ - 2 peints, 4™ ~ 2 points, 5™ - 1 point. At the end of the
competition, all points will be taliied and the team with the most points will be declared
the winner. The second place Team is the team with the second highest points, etc. In the
case of a tie in total team points, the team with the mest 1™ placings will be declared the
winner, If still tied, the team with the most 2™ plecings will be declared the winner, etc.
